PARISH FORMATION MINISTRY WEARS MANY HATS!

When we say “Parish Formation
Ministry,” what do we mean?2 Answer: any
program or gathering offered in the parish
that shares the teaching of the Catholic
Faith. So Parish Formation Ministry includes
adults (small groups, evangelization, etc.),
young adults, library, teens (Faith Forma-
tion program and Youth Ministry), children
(Faith Formation programs and St. Anne School),
Sunday school (children age 36 mos. to age 5,
not yet in kindergarten), nursery (age 12-36 mos.)
sacraments (baptism, reconciliation, first com-
munion and confirmation for teens and adults),
vacation bible camp, and children’s liturgy of the
word.

Parish Formation Ministry begins with
adults/parents; this is the primary focus, since this
is where the passing on of the faith is essential. As
adults/parents we are constantly being pulled in
different directions in life, especially these days
when the demands economically and socially
might be stressful. “They are asking me to do one
more thing.”

Sometimes parents are reluctant to enroll
their children in a faith formation program be-
cause they might feel insecure about their own
religious education. Many of today’s Catholic
parents fell through the cracks of the inconsistent
parish formation efforts of past decades. Perhaps

the greatest thing we can do for parents is
to help them get in touch with their own
~ Nheed for ongoing faith formation. But adult

G I faith formation is not just a remedy for gaps

in childhood catechesis. It is a tremendous
gift to the Church, and one of the most life-
giving choices an adult can make to feed
him- or herself spiritually.

The parents of students in faith formation
programs or the Catholic schools are always in-
vited and encouraged to nurture their own on-
going faith formation at the same time they
honor their obligations to provide religious edu-
cation for their children. The St. Anne adult com-
munity, especially parents, will have many op-
portunities this upcoming year to deepen their
faith life by responding favorably when they see
there is something to be gained for themselves
as well as their children. It is heartwarming these
past two years to see that parents have a desire
for a deeper union with Jesus and the Christian
community.

This past year parents and grandparents
have stepped up to the plate to share their
faith, time, and energy as catechists, classroom
aides, project coordinators, and project volun-
teers. What a blessing as we continue to grow as
a “lay-led parish.”.

New this year in the Faith Formation pro-
grams, we welcome Kris Peterson as Coordina-
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tor for the Sunday morning program and are
grateful to Sandy Wirkus and Justine Miller for their
years of service. Kris brings years of experience as a
catechist, a mom and love of children in sharing her
faith. Coordinator for the post-confirmation teens will
be Hannah Huryk, who brings years of experience and
energy to those youth and their families who desire to
confinue to live their faith commitment throughout
their high school and college years (if they are in the
ared). Hannah will also be offering Teen Time before or
after the Sunday and Wednesday programs which is
open to all teens in the parish. The Parish Library Coor-
dinator is Nancy Kieffer (Maggie & Jeff Horkman
moved from the area) who brings a wonderful smile
and collaborative skills to the committee.

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OPENING GREETING

At the beginning of Mass, immediately after the
Sign of the Cross, the celebrant extends one of
three different liturgical greetings to the peo-
ple. The one that is most commonly used is “The

Lord be with you.” It is a familiar line
| that will remain unchanged with the
| new franslafion.

However, our new response will be
the first major change in the Order of
~ Mass. Instead of “And also with you,”

we will now be saying, “*And with your
spirit.” This new response will also be made at the
four other times during Mass when this dialogue oc-
curs: at the reading of the Gospel, at the beginning
of the Euchairistic Prayer, during the Sign of Peace
(when the priest says, “The peace of the Lord be
with you always™), and at the conclusion of Mass.
Why the change?

At the most basic level, *And with your spirit” is
the proper franslation of the original Latin text: “Ef
cum spiritu tuo.” By correctly expressing this dia-
logue in English, we are actually aligning our trans-
lation with that of all the other major language
groups, which have long been translating the Latin
properly. For example, in Spanish, the response is
“Y con tu espiritu.”

But even beyond the linguistic, the recovery of
the word “spirit” also carries Scriptural mean-
ing. One form or other of “The Lord be with you”
appears multiple times in the Bible, including the
greeting given by the Archangel Gabriel to Mary at
the Annunciation: “Hail, favored one! The Lord is
with you” (Lk 1:28). Then, in Paul’s letters in the New
Testament, multiple variations of “The Lord be with
your spirit"” are employed as parting words to differ-
ent church communities.

Understood together, this liturgical dialogue in
the Mass is an exchange whereby all present —
both Priest and congregation — ask that the Holy
Spirit (whom we call “the Lord, the giver of life” in
the Nicene Creed) establish a stronger communion
among us.

This new response of “And with your spirit” will be
a difficult change to remember — perhaps one of
the most difficult for us. However, it will not take
long for us to grow accustomed to the new word-
ing, especially given ifs frequency. Above all, we
should reflect on how it conveys the content of Sa-
cred Scripture, as well as the work of the Holy Spirit
in the Church.
